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We encourage that the school uniform be worn by all students each day,
Monday through Friday, except on designated spirit or dress-down days.
There will be in-school incentives and recognitions for students dressed in
“Bravo-Wear” daily. The two basic variations are blue bottoms with white
tops or khaki bottoms with blue tops. Shirts are to be tucked in. See below
for details.

Boitoms:

¢ Solid colored blue (navy) or khaki (tan) pants, shorts, skorts, skirts or
jumpers - all appropriate length

¢ No Jeans, unless on spirit days or for special frips

Tops:

¢ White or navy blue polo-type, collared or turtlenecks and sweaters are
permitted

¢ No tee-shirts

¢ Solid black or brown

¢ Solid black, white or brown
¢ Tennis shoes are acceptable

Uniforms may be purchased just about anywhere. A few suggested
locations are Walmart, Target, Sears, Kohl's, Old Navy and Dick’s. As
children grow out of their uniforms, they may be donated to the school’s
“uniform exchange program.” This will be set up for students in-need, or for
parents looking to save on new purchases. New or gently used items are
preferred. Thanks in advance for following our school uniform rules.
