end to farm foreclosuresend to farm foreclosures
an end to imprisonment for debtan end to imprisonment for debt
relief from oppressively high relief from oppressively high 
taxationtaxation
increased circulation of paper increased circulation of paper 
moneymoney
Convinced key leaders that the Convinced key leaders that the 
Articles of Confederation were Articles of Confederation were 
too weak and that the US needed too weak and that the US needed 
a stronger central a stronger central 
government.government.

Whiskey RebellionWhiskey Rebellion
(1794)(1794)

Angered by an excise tax imposed on Angered by an excise tax imposed on 
Whiskey by the federal government, Whiskey by the federal government, 
farmers in Pennsylvania engaged in a farmers in Pennsylvania engaged in a 
series of attacks against federal excise series of attacks against federal excise 
agents.agents.

Sparked a debate over the use of force Sparked a debate over the use of force 
against American citizens.against American citizens.



The violence exhibited in such episodes The violence exhibited in such episodes 
as Baconas Bacon’’s Rebellion, The Boston Tea s Rebellion, The Boston Tea 
Party, ShaysParty, Shays’’ Rebellion, and the Whiskey Rebellion, and the Whiskey

The The StonoStono Rebellion Rebellion 
(1739) was one of the (1739) was one of the 
earliest known acts of earliest known acts of 
rebellion against rebellion against 
slavery in America. It slavery in America. It 
was organized and led was organized and led 
by slaves living south by slaves living south 
of Charleston, South of Charleston, South 
Carolina. The slaves Carolina. The slaves 
tried to flee to Spanish tried to flee to Spanish 
Florida where they Florida where they 
hoped to gain their hoped to gain their 
freedom.freedom.

Louverture’s rebellion in Haiti (1802) helped 
convince Napoleon to sell The Lousiana
Territory to the United States..

Nat TurnerNat Turner’’s Rebellion in Virginia in 1831 s Rebellion in Virginia in 1831 
frightened slave owners throughout the frightened slave owners throughout the 
south and led to the execution of 55 south and led to the execution of 55 
people.  It convinced slave owners that people.  It convinced slave owners that 
Northern abolitionists were encouraging Northern abolitionists were encouraging 
slave insurrections.slave insurrections.
