Strengths: 
Although we are often times more critical of ourselves than we are of others, I do believe 
Thomas Stone High School exhibits strong principles of Character Education. With 88 staff 
members trained in Capturing Kids Hearts', and consistent ongoing staff development, TSHS 
has a goal of our school and classrooms being self managing with the implementation of CKH. 
Students have the internal drive to do what is right and to provide themselves with a safe and 
secure educational facility. As the data shows, disciplinary incidents have declined since the 
implementation and staff training in CKH. 

Areas of Growth: 
TSHS has identified an area of growth in the need to invite more stakeholders into the 
character education planning and implementation. We have seen that we need to improve in 
getting more parents and students involved on committees and planning programs. We do 
have student and parent involvement, but not as much as we would aspire to have. 

Possible Promising Practice: 
Capturing Kids Hearts' is a true promising practice. Students are able to gain a sense of 
belonging in a school house as they feel ownership of the educational process, not just a piece 
of the educational process.
